Each unit comprises: desk; adjustable chair; 
2-drawer unit under desk (also doubles up as an 
additional seat). Subject to availability a lockable 
freestanding unit (2 shelves and 1 filing shelf) 
and additional wall storage (2 shelves and 1 filing 
shelf).

Computers, laptops and other such equipment 
must be provided by yourselves and regular 
PAT testing must be conducted of your own 
equipment. 

Printing

Printer setup and 
support is provided at 
no extra cost. We use 
a multi purpose device 
that enables you to 
print in colour and 
black and white, double 
sided, scan items and 
email in PDF format 
and photocopy. 

All costs are charged 
on a monthly basis one 
month in arrears. 

Black and white is 
charged at 2p per 
print/copy

Colour is charged at 
10p per print/copy.

Meeting Rooms

2 Meeting rooms are 
available for use within 
The Music Base and 
3 hours of uncharged 
meeting time per 
month, per desk are 
allocated. Time over 
this amount is charged 
as follows

Meeting Room 1 (4 
people) -  
£15.00 per hour

Meeting Room 2 (6 
people) - 
£20.00 per hour

Phones and Charges

We use a cloud-
based phone system 
called Cloud Work 
– a download link will 
be provided when 
you move in for the 
software 

Once setup, the Cloud 
Work software will auto 
start whenever you 
turn on your device, 
similar to Teams.

You will be provided 
with a USB headset 
(by the IT Team) which 
you can plug into your 
laptop or desktop.

Calls are unlimited, 
the cost is fixed at a 
monthly price per user
